At our launch event in February 2020, Laramie Christian Academy
presented Abeka as our curriculum. While we still believe Abeka to be a
good choice, the LCA Board of Directors decided in early June to
embrace a Classical Christian model on track to eventually receive full
accreditation from ACCS as a K-12 Classical Christian School.

From this pool of 1514 18-29 year olds, four categories emerged with the
following representation: 

      22%  Prodigals (ex-Christians)                38% Habitual Church-Goers
      30%  Nomads (lapsed Christians)          10%  Resilient Disciples

While 78% of the qualifying population identified themselves as "Christian,"
only 10% emerged as "Resilient Disciples."  Resilient Faith in Jesus Christ is
one of the "Big Three" values of Laramie Christian Academy and we believe
that Classical Christian Education is an avenue to increase this percentage for
the generations to come.
